Efforts  for County- 

Wide Bike Plan 

 The dream of establishing a Comprehensive 

County Wide Bicycle Plan in Door County is 

“coming to fruition,” in the words of DCSSA Board 

President Bob Dickson. Momentum began to build 

after the first annual Door County Bike Summit in 

May. DCSSA members Paul Anschutz, Brian 

Merkel, Dale Krolick and Fred Bexell, along with 

Dickson, have been influential in the ongoing efforts 

to add bike lanes, safer bike routes and improve 

connectivity between communities in the Peninsula.   

 

 
 

Working with the Wisconsin Bicycle Federation, and 

Schreiber and Anderson of Madison, our members 

have sponsored public meetings and met with county 

planning officials to further the goal of a 

comprehensive bike plan.  According to the Bike 

Federation’s Kevin Hardmann, “Door County has 

the natural beauty that attracts bikers; if the 

infrastructure is there, more cyclists will come to 

the county, which will bring in more tourism 

dollars.” DCSSA members will continue to meet 

with county officials throughout the fall to capitalize 

on the influx of federal stimulus dollars for highway 

projects in Door County. 
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Erik Borgnes Wins First Washington Island

Borgnes won the 2009 Washington Island 

Marathon Race on June 20th, circumnavigating the 

22 miles around the island in 3:18.24, cruising to 

finish ahead of John Abrahams, who placed second 

with a time of 3:27.46. According to Borgnes, who 

consistently places among the top finishers in 

national surfski competitions, “There is no question 

in my mind that Washington Island is THE scenic 

circumnavigation to do, and one that I will do again.”
